I know that summer is just about over...but I wanted to
recommend two books that have given me a lot to think about.
love to read novels. It is, after all, the lives of people that make
up ministry and stories about people’s lives are an abundant
source of wisdom, whether fiction or non-fiction.

John Irving’s latest book, Last Night in Twisted River, is a book
within a book. The story is compelling in both characters and
plot. There are, of course, bears. Dogs also play a key role. The
setting is a logging town with its dangers and the strange people
you meet there. There are multiple love stories and, as always
with Irving, a stress on the accidental. What I loved most, as a
bit of wisdom for life, was the revelation that the author couldn’t
begin writing a book until he knew what the final sentence would
be. What if you knew the final chapter of your life? Would you
make different choices?

I also read Harper Lee’s 7o Kill a Mockingbird. This chronicle of
childhood is a joy to read. Lee’s gift of description and insight
into personality is without match. The lies built on racial
prejudice and fear, which lead to two deaths, become the basis for
understanding the people of this small Alabama town. The
children, Jem and Scout, grow up as they unravel the secrets of
the townsfolk. Their father, Atticus Finch, teaches with few
words. Thus, the import of this last chapter exchange with young
Scout is profound. Scouts says, “an’ they chased him ‘n never
could catch him ‘cause they didn’t know what he looked like, an’
Atticus, when they finally saw him, why he hadn’t done any of
those things...Atticus, he was real nice.” Atticus replied, “Most
people are, Scout, when you finally see them.”

Our days were long and the work was plentiful, but we
knew we were making a difference. We arose by 6:00 a.m.
each morning and headed to Hopeland Village, the Garrett
County community being built by HFH volunteers. This
year we were one of three churches and we all gathered at
the work site at 8:00 a.m. to receive instructions and words
of wisdom for the day. There were three houses under
construction and, over the course of the week, our group of
11 adults and 9 teens completed a myriad of jobs — lots of
landscaping, laying flooring, electrical work, hanging
ceiling fans, painting, and making repairs.

I think I speak for the entire group when I say
we had another great week in Garrett County
working with Habitat for Humanity (HFH).

Our group was recognized and commended by the other
groups for the fact that we arrived the first morning, found
out what needed to be done and got to work. There was no
grumbling; rather, a good deal of camaraderie was built
around the sometimes backbreaking, but sorely-needed work
of raking and leveling the yards on all three houses,
spreading topsoil, carrying rocks, and spreading lime, seed
and hay.

We were also
able to reconnect with the families we met last year and who
have been living for almost a year in the houses that we
worked on last summer.

A couple of nights our very
hungry group had dinner at a local church, one night the
HFH Board provided dinner, and, on our last night, we
enjoyed a wonderful evening at the farm of former UUCR
member Marilyn Moors.
